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In recent years, celebrity mugshots have become commonplace — in many cases, they’re hard to 
distinguish from any other head shot in a starlet’s collection. Rachel Schmeidler‘s series 
Hollywood Most Wanted, which was inspired by her work with journalists on Michael Jackson’s 
criminal trial in 2005, takes these familiar images and subverts them. Using silkscreen and digital 
image techniques that produce Warhol-inspired pieces, Schmeidler combines her passion for 
popular culture, government, and technology. “We are all ultimately the same before the flash of 
the mug shot bulb,” she says. Included in her portfolio of over 70 mugs are reconstructed images 
of Hollywood celebrities, mobsters, and political figures.
